Blue Penguins
Pukekura

At dusk, watch from just a few metres away as little
penguins (korora) emerge from the sea. The 90-
minute tour includes a “behind the scenes” walk

through the reserve to understand the penguin habitat

and biology. Learn about Maori history and hear

about intriguing stories that originated here. Then, as

the sun sets, head to the observation deck to await
the arrival of the world’s smallest penguin. A not-to-
be-missed wildlife tour with guaranteed sightings of
penguins which makes for exceptional viewing.

The OPERA

The OPERA (Otago Peninsula Eco Restoration
Alliance) is a private eco reserve focused on
conservation, reforestation, rehabilitation, and
education of all native species living on the

property. The interpretive tour of the working
conservation reserve visits the rehabilitation facility if
there are birds in care. Then you travel to the coastal
reserve where you will continue on foot. Wild Yellow
Eyed Penguins, or Hoiho, are often seen in the
reserve but this is not guaranteed. The coastal
environment is also home to fur seals, blue
penguins, and many other coastal species.
